A biosphere reserve is a designation of the UNESCO,

Man and the Biosphere Program, launched in 1970.

The Niagara Escarpment Biosphere Reserve is one in a network of 564 key worldwide ecosystems in 110 countries designed to provide the scientific bases that will improve the relationship between people and their environment.

Serve as “living laboratories” for scientific research to catalogue biodiversity and “open air classrooms” for teaching people about major development problems and how we can work together towards sustainable solutions.
